In August | had the privilege of joining Al on one of his trips to
Russia, this time to the Moscow Bible Week. Ve spent the first
weekend at a church in Tver, north-west of Moscow, staying with
the pastor and his family, who gave us a very warm welcome and
lots of good food! It was great to see the work being done in
the church there, particularly as they have faced some difficult
times in recent years with changes in leadership.We were then
driven (for 6 hours, guided by a Sat nav with the voice of Russian
Prime Minister Vladimir Putin!) to a conference centre in the
middle of a forest in the Moscow suburbs, where the Bible Week
was taking place.The conference was divided into adults/leaders
sessions and Mobilise sessions for youth and students, with
everyone joining together for the evening meetings.
Members of the English team, including Al and Stef
Liston, spoke powerfully throughout the week, helped
by the amazing team of translators. In the Mobilise
sessions it was great to see God speaking powerfully to
many individuals and people being healed throughout
the week. One of the most striking things for me
about this conference was the real sense of joy among
